All is well at Helpline. Our subcommittee met on May 15th and all shifts are currently being covered. I was unable to attend the last sub-committee meeting but business was conducted in my absence. 

The new help line phone system has been set up and is working. We have been testing the system since Tuesday the 3rd of june and so far all seems to be working fine. As mentioned in previous reports callers can now receive meeting times and locations in real time via the new automated phone system. Callers can now also get Area sub-committee meeting info and area activities info via this system in real time. If any caller wishes they may be connected immediately to a live helpline member. The system is set up to seek out help line volunteers in the selected order rolling the call to the next person in the list if the previous scheduled person does not answer the phone. Each call will roll to 3-4 different people before going to a voice mail. If a voice mail msg is left I get both an e-mail and text message sent to my phone as a notification. This new system replaces the antiquated beeper system help line has been using for years.

 I am submitting 2 months bills to the area that I paid for personally for reimbursement on the new system. I am going to wait one more month of testing the system and pay the bill myself before submitting a request for 3 months of service to be paid by the area to make sure at the next sub-committee meeting there are no issues with the system that I have yet to be made aware of.
