Motion to Read:  To have the South Broward Area host the 2010 East Coast Convention of NA (ECCNA).

Intent:  The East Coast Convention is an annual convention that rotates amongst the regions along and around the East Coast of the United States.  The philosophy of the convention is to have a reasonably priced event with the proceeds used for the purchase of Basic Texts for Jails and Prisons.  It is estimated that the cost of the 2010 convention will be $150 - $175 per person for the entire 3 day event, which would include rooms and meals.  This motion, if adopted, would have the South Broward Area host the 2010 annual convention.  The following defines the responsibilities of the Hosting Area, the Host Committee and the Advisory Board (AB) of the ECC: (All items noted are contained in the ECC Policy Guidelines which can be found on the website at www.eccna.org).

· The decision of an area to host the ECCNA constitutes a binding agreement whereby that area agrees to abide by the existing ECCNA policy and fund flow guidelines.  Any AB changes to existing guidelines must be approved by the hosting area in order to go into effect.   The budgets for the AB and the host committee will be submitted to the host area.
· The AB shall consist of no more than 23 members (21 members consisting of one person from each Region along the East Coast), all of whom are elected by the host area.  Nominees do not have to be present to be elected but will submit a nomination form.  Voting is done as per whatever policy the hosting area deems necessary.

· The AB will submit a financial report each month to be given at the hosting areas meeting.

· Preliminary budgets are prepared by the CFO of the ECCNA Inc. AB and are to be carried on from  one convention to another and will only be altered by the AB (approved by the host area).  This budget will be prepared for the host area and will be submitted in the first report at the host areas meeting.  After the AB has approved the original budget, it will then be submitted into policy.  Once the budgets have been set by the AB, any requests for funds by the host committee that fall within the approved budget will automatically be paid by either the CFO or the host committee treasurer, assuming funds are available.  Any requests by the host committee to go above any line item in the budget, or for any items which are not in the budget, must be approved by the AB and then the host area.

· Fund Flow Guidelines:  Within one month after the convention, an ECCNA convention, after paying all expenses, will divide any remaining funds as follows: 40% or up to $5,000 shall be held by the AB for the following years convention, whichever is greater, and the rest will be used to purchase basic texts for jails and prisons first in the host area then the east coast, or until funds run out.  Funds will only be forwarded at such time when the convention committees are official subcommittees of an area of NA and open up an ECCNA bank account.

· The following describes the decision making process as it relates to all decisions regarding the annual convention:  All AB meetings will be available via internet and/or conference calling.  All decisions of the host committee are subject to approval by the AB.

· Host Committee:  A)  This shall be known as the host committee of the East Coast Convention of Narcotics Anonymous and operates under the ECCNA Inc. AB who in turn is directly responsible to the host area.  B)  The purpose of the host committee is to coordinate and conduct the annual East Coast Convention of Narcotics Anonymous.  C)  The host area shall elect administrative and subcommittee positions.  Any administrative member or subcommittee chair who is absent at 2 consecutive meetings without notice of their absence given to the chairperson will have their positions open for re-election at the next meeting.  The host committee will do the re-election.  D) The host committee is made up of a chairperson, vice-chairperson, secretary, treasurer, site liaison along with the following subcommittees:  arts & graphics, auction, convention information, entertainment & fundraising, hospitality, marathon, merchandising, program, registration and serenity keepers.  E) The host committee meets monthly starting with its creation, except one month prior to the convention when it meets weekly.  All convention committee meetings should take place at a regularly scheduled time and place, (if possible, at the host area site).  All meetings are open to anyone and an effort should be made to encourage support including participation from all members.  The only people having a voice on the floor are the host committee members and the ECCNA board members, except in open forum.  The only voting members are the host committee and the chair in case of a tie.  G)  All ECCNA host committee bank statements will go into host committee minutes and into AB minutes monthly and will be included into the host area reports.
