Hello!  At last month’s meeting I appointed an Ad hoc committee to address an issue that was brought up in new business concerning the removal of an H&I member from their meeting commitment.  Today the committee will report their findings.  In our readings under the traditions it states that “We still have to face difficulties as they arise:  communication problems, differences of opinion, internal controversies, and troubles with individuals and groups outside the Fellowship.  However, when we apply these principles, we avoid some of the pitfalls.”  Many of us have strong feelings when it comes to a fellowship that we love and has saved our lives and we eagerly express ourselves at an area service meeting.  At times it may appear that we are acting out, or chaotic.  Last month we may have seemed to be out of sorts.  One of the responsibilities of this body is to face these difficulties and come together with a solution.  I encourage all of you to read the explanation of the 6th concept in the Concepts booklet.  Let’s not give up on our service structure but become part of the solution to make it more successful.
I wrote to World this month to attempt to get their position on what version of the basic text is considered approved literature to be read in a Group meeting.  Here is their answer:

“Hello Dave – Thank you for writing to NA World Services.  In response to your inquiry, historically when a new edition of a piece of NA recovery literature is approved, there is no action to remove the approval status of the previous piece.  Because the latest version of any piece of recovery literature reflects the most current group conscience of our fellowship, when NA groups have the option, we would always encourage them to use the most current version.  By direction from the World Service Conference, NAWS only produces and distributes the most current version of NA recovery literature.  NA groups are free to use whatever version/edition they choose of any NA approved recovery literature in their meetings.  But again, there has been no conference action directing groups, areas, or regions regarding what version or edition of any piece of literature to use or distribute.

We hope this information proves useful to you and we thank you again for writing.”
